SEPTEMBER 2ND, 2008 (NEW YORK, NEW YORK) Vox Novus collaborate with CatScratch Theatre to create 60x60Dance.  60x60Dance will be a two night presentation at the new Galapagos in D.U.M.B.O. Brooklyn. Each night will have 60 one minute works by 60 different composers and 30 choreographers will create dances for 2 works in the hour performance. 

Jeramy Zimmerman of CatScratch Theatre is committed to bringing performance to unexpected places, thus helping the audience member to see her or his world in a slightly different way. CatScratch Theatre was founded in 2000, in Washington DC, by Jeramy Zimmerman, Jessica Hirst, Krissie Marty and Lisa Hetzel. CatScratch Theatre first danced on the DC Metro system’s Red line and was soon known for bringing dance to unexpected places.  In early 2007, Jeramy met Rob Voisey of Vox Novus; sensing an exciting opportunity, the two decided to collaborate on the next 60x60. Jeramy Zimmerman brought together 60 choreographers to create dances for the 60 audio works. The performance was held at Jan Hus Presbyterian Church. It was immediately clear that the collaboration had been a success and plans were made to continue the project.
Founded by composer Robert Voisey, 60x60 is a project containing 60 compositions from 60 different composers where each composition is 60 seconds (or less) in duration.  Highlighting the work of a great many composers, 60x60 testifies to the vibrancy of contemporary composition by presenting the diverse array of styles, aesthetics and techniques being used today.

The Project been performed with a range of collaborative media and has been presented by the Spark Festival at the Weisman Museum in Minneapolis, Chashama in New York City, the A•Devantgarde festival in Munich, and many more.  60x60Dance is scheduled to be performed, along with the work of 60 choreographers led by Jeramy Zimmerman, at the Winter Garden in The World Financial Center (NYC) this fall.
